SOMETHING TO THINK ABOUT 
Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 

While so much is being made of platforms and character of our final two candidates for president, 
there is something so very important being glossed-over. There are many people in your cyber-circle 
of friends who are non-religious and they are watching. There are people sitting near you in 
restaurants.  They are watching what you post and they are watching how you treat others, and 
listening to what you say. You might think your crusade for a political candidate is a righteous one, I 
won't judge that. 

What is problematic is the level of evangelism being done promoting a political candidate, using fear 
to try and convince othersτon both sides of the political spectrum! People are watching and how 
political points are made or shared directly speaks to our spiritual center. One cannot set aside 
conviction of the One who came and gave his life, the Prince of Peace, the one who commanded his 
followers to GO and live as his representative, to promote a candidate with all our strength and might 
in ways that simply do not line up with core Christian teaching. For what would it profit a human being 
to gain the entire world (leader of their choosing) and lose their soul? Living as a Christian draws 
others to our connexion, drawing them to light and love and peace, it does not divide. The only 
division comes later when Christ determines if we were faithful in what we were asked to do in 
reaching the least, last, and lost.  

It is hard not to get caught up in the hype and fear. I'm doing my best to stay focused on my tribe 
leader's three simple rules: 

1. Do no harm 
2. Do good 
3. Keep to the ordinances of your faith (daily practice your faith in such a way that you more 

closely resemble Jesus today than you did yesterday) 

As we all do the best that we can, let's be gracious to one another. When all is said and done in 
November, the network of friends and support that remains will be determined by what we say and 
do today.

month.  The number of families has decreased 
slightly over the last two years, but there is still a 
need for this ongoing ministry.  It takes donations 
of money and food every month.  Donations 
supplement food from Meijer, the main source for 

purchasing food.  The pantry appreciates all the donations they have 
received whether food, money, or participation in the Simply Give 
program and asks that people continue to help as they can.  We can 
make a difference in our community. 

There are several monthly expenses that the pantry has in order to 
serve the community.  The pantry spends $1,200-$1,600 per month 
at Gleaners and about $600 per week in gift cards at Meijer through 
the Simply Give program.  DƻŘΩǎ .ƻǳƴǘȅ received $28,320 in gift cards 
to use for food only this past July from this program.  The pantry 
makes good use of purchases using Business to Business, which is a 
wholesale distributor for Meijer out of Michigan.  About $1,000 a 
shipment is spent on large quanti ty items twice a month. The 
ǇŀƴǘǊȅΩǎ expenses average about $325 per month for AT&T, Citizen 
Energy, IPL and various office supplies.  As you can see it takes a lot 
every month to run the pantry.

The Strength of Flood Survivors in West Virginia

You just never know when disaster will strike. 

In late June of this year, what is best described as a 
άŦǊŜƛƎƘǘ ǘǊŀƛƴ ƻŦ ǎǘƻǊƳǎέ ǎǘŀŎƪŜŘ ǳǇ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ Ƴƻǳƴǘŀƛƴǎ ƻŦ

ȅŜŀǊ ŦƭƻƻŘΦέ  Eight or more inches of rain in twenty-four 
hours washed down the hills and gullies into small 
creeks, bigger channels and larger rivers. Homes, 
businesses and twenty five people were swept away, 
along with innumerable hopes and dreams.  The 
picture on the right, from a street in White Sulphur 
Springs, shows a fraction of the destructionτone 
ǇŜǊǎƻƴΩǎ ƘƻƳŜ ǎǿŜǇǘ into another, with only rubble 
remaining. 
In early August I had the privilege of trekking with 
a Volunteer In Mission team into one of southern West 
Virginia counties hardest hit.  For three days we 
traipsed among the streets of Rainelle and White 
Sulphur Springs, listened to the sad and wonderful 
stories of both rescue and loss, and tried to offer a bit 
of help and hope to people struggling to rebuild their 
lives, their homes, their community and their sense of 
security. 

Of the twenty-five lives swept away that June evening 
fourteen were from White Sulphur Springs.  We heard 
their stories multiple times from multiple peopleτ 
from neighbors and friends, from family members, 
from other volunteers.  We heard of heroic rescues, 
inspiring deeds of compassion and even a few comic 
observations from those who survived to tell the tales. 
At the time I wondered what would happen if my 
community lost dozens of homes along with fifteen 
friends and neighbors in a single night.  How would we 
cope?  In much the same way as they, I suspect. 

Despite the physical, emotional and spiritual devastation 
of these communities I was deeply impressed by the 
strength these survivors found from their faith in God, and 
the mutual support of community ς and yes, even some 
help from the governments (although FEMA and EPA got 
mixed reviews!).  We had lunch one day with a lively 
octogenarian volunteer at the relief center who had for 
weeks been assisting in the daily feeding and care of 
others.  !ŦǘŜǊǿŀǊŘ ǿŜ ƭŜŦǘ ŦƻǊ ŀ άspiritual careέ Ǿƛǎƛǘŀǘƛƻƴ 
assignment.  At the assigned address, we could see where 
the flood waters had peaked, well above porch level, and 
the downstairs rooms were in process of repair.  The 
homeowner was not there we were told, but a phone call 
brought her to us in a few minutes.   Lo and behold, it was 
our lunch companion, and a fellow United 
Methodist.  What a blessing we had as she shared her story 
of faith with us. 

As things worked out, it was on the first day of that mission 
ǘǊƛǇ ǘƘŀǘ L Ǝƻǘ ǘƘŜ ǿƻǊŘ ŀōƻǳǘ Ƴȅ ǎƛǎǘŜǊ aŀǊƛƭȅƴΩǎ ŘŜŀǘƘ 
from cancer.  This personal calamity had not been without 
warning, but as I traipsed through the rubble of flooded 
homes I could not help but compare that devastation to 
the loss I felt, and to devastating losses we all face from 
time to timeτdeath of our loved ones, loss of health or 
employment, broken relationships or conflict in church or 
family.  And like those survivors I marvel at the strength 
available to us through our faith in God and the support of 
the human communityτeven as the waters rage. Words 
can never express the gratitude I feel for the comforting 
words, cards, prayers of support, and deeds of compassion 
I have received during this time of sadness in the death of 
my sister.  Thank you all for your understanding during 
those unscheduled mid-week family visits.  Thanks 
especially to our capable lay 
servants who graciously 
stepped up to lead worship 
when I needed the family time.   

I pray that we may all know that power of love and faith 
amidst our daily challenges.  But even more,   I pray that 
we may all take up the challenge to share that source of 
ŎƻƳŦƻǊǘ ǿƛǘƘ ŀƭƭ ǿƘƻ ƴŜŜŘ ŀǎǎǳǊŀƴŎŜ ƻŦ DƻŘΩǎ ǇǊŜǎŜƴŎŜΦ
