They will all be standalone 
services but will connect a greater theme from one to the other.  This is a good 
opportunity to invite someone to church as well. 

May we all be willing to follow Christ into the shadows and darkness so that we might 
fully emerge in the light, the joyful and abundant light.

Tomato Fennel Salad 

1 ½ lbs. heirloom tomatoes 1 small fennel bulb 
2 Tbsp. good olive oil Zest of 1 small orange 
2 Tbsp. fresh orange juice 1 Tbsp. cider vinegar 
1 tsp. kosher salt ½ tsp. freshly ground black pepper 

Core the tomatoes and cut into wedges.  Remove the top of the fennel (save 
some fronds for garnish) and slice the bulb very thinly crosswise with a knife 
or on a mandolin.  Toss the tomatoes, fennel in a bowl with the olive oil, 
orange zest, orange juice, vinegar, salt, and pepper.  Garnish with 2 
tablespoons chopped fennel fronds, season to taste and serve.  Serves 6-8

HONDURAS TRIP 

 

 On January 2, I traveled to the country of Honduras on a 
medical mission trip through a club at Purdue University. The 
club, Purdue GMB, is partnered with the organization, Global 
Brigades, allowing students with a passion for serving others 
to assist in communities lacking various resources. The 
brigade I went on was medical, but Global Brigades provides 
other missions, including architecture, water, public heath, 
and engineering, in order to help communities be 
sustainable.  

While in Honduras, our brigade group traveled to two 
different communities, La Carbonera and La Chorrera. 
Through this trip, I was able to take blood pressure and other 
vitals, shadow medical doctors and gynecologists, fill 
prescriptions for the pharmacy, communicate to patients 
about health concerns, and teach children about dental 
hygiene. We also visited a community that Global Medical 
Brigades had already impacted, and learned about the 
sustainable changes implemented.  

Through this amazing opportunity I expanded my skills in 
communication with Spanish-speaking natives, explored 
cultural views and lifestyles, and gained a foundation for 
international medicine. The impact we made as a brigade was 
clearly visible over just a few short days. Encountering the 
genuine and loving Honduran people, and their happiness 
despite their situations, was an empowering experience.  

I want to thank my entire church family for all of your support 
and prayers. This experience would not have been possible 
without your love and guidance in my faith. The 
opportunities that God has provided me, has allowed me to 
utilize my gifts to better follow in His footsteps and serve 
others for His mission. I am excited to continue with my
