CROSS POLLINATION 
Today I got up for the last time this school year 
at 5:30 a.m. to make sure Brianna was up and 
ready for the bus.  In a couple of days we will 
take our family vacation to the beach for rest 
and relaxation.  The transition for many of us 
from school year into summer is predicated by 
marks of rest and enjoyment.  Although many 
work throughout the summer, weekends are 
still marked by cookouts, lake trips, and 
camping.  It is as it should be.  Spring is winding 
down and the bees have been busy working 
their magic to pollinate the plants with 
flowers.  Sometimes, the process of moving 
from flower to different flower, called cross-
pollinating, yields unexpected results.  New 
varieties of plants are created and new colors 
and patterns of flowers emerge.   

This summer we have two major events:  VBS and 
Garage Sale.  They aren’t typically marked by rest 
and relaxation either.  In fact it is quite the 
opposite.  Both events are marked by extreme 
amounts of work and preparation.  Both events 
are vital and important to the identity of our 
congregation in different ways.  Both will fail 
without your help.  You might be a VBS person, 
comfortable making snacks or a savant with small 
scissors and Elmer’s glue.  Or you could be a 
Garage Sale person, comfortable with sorting 
items like clothing, jewelry, appliances, and 
antiques.  It is easy to identify with one event or 
the other.  We might weigh the importance of 
one event over another and give our time with 
the higher choice.   

What if the real option, the correct choice, was 
to do both?  I know, I know it is easy for the 
pastor to just ask everyone to work everything. 

 

 

But what if we had more folks doing just a small 
bit more than last year?  Events at the church 
aren’t just about work and the finished product, 
they are opportunities to grow together and get 
to know one another.  With the weeks leading up 
to the Garage Sale, we have people in the 
building each night and the week before there is 
a dinner every night.  The VBS week provides 
opportunities to get to know our families and 
welcome children from our community.  If we 
don’t participate, we miss an opportunity to 
expand the love of Jesus through our church.   

It’s Cross-pollination.  Jesus calls us to be 
servants and set others to a higher priority than 
ourselves.  So if you have served at the Garage 
Sale, just come by VBS one night and help with 
snacks.  If you’re more of a VBS person, come one 
evening to help tag clothing or go on a couple of 
runs to pick up items from the community.  Each 
event has a variety of opportunities to serve that 
vary in physical requirements.  There is truly 
something for everyone!  When we Cross-
pollinate the important events at church, they 
don’t bear our likeness, they look more like Jesus. 

So please keep your eyes and ears open for 
requests for help with these two summer 
events.  We will post notices via the AgapeNet 
emails, Sunday bulletins, Acton in action 
newsletter, and Sunday announcements.   

VBS is June 11-15, 6—8:30pm and the Garage 
Sale is July 21 with opportunities to serve 
throughout the days and evenings leading up.
